OAFA: The place under the sky of the Andes that houses the MASTER
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Abstract
Between the Felix Aguilar Astronomical Observatory (OAFA) from Argentina and the Moscow State University, Russia, celebrated in 2016 the renewal of an agreement of International cooperation and signed for the installation of a system of electronic cameras called MASTER I and MASTER II, located in the Carlos U. Cesco Station belonging to the OAFA and located next to the imposing Andes mountain range. According to the agreement, a dome was built to house the cameras Master I and Master II, which together was renamed MASTER-OAFA (Lat=31º48’S,Lon=69º20’W). This telescopes began operating within the MASTER global net from June of the year 2016, working regularly in below the excellent sky of the Argentine Andes. From this site GRB and novas have been detected apart from contributing to the MPC with asteroids positions. The biggest discovery made to the present date was the kilonova resulting from the merger of two neutron stars in 2017 August 17. This presentation shows the infrastructure and the different instruments installed in at the Cesco Station.
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
